The diffren between AIO-CM4-156 with CM4 10 board is that AIO-CM4-156 use Volume+ to
enter usb boot mode.

Push Volume+ before power on and release it after 3 seconds, the system will boot from the
USB port, then we can run rpiboot to enable eMMC work as one Storage on PC.

Start up your AlIO-CM4-156

1. Insert the SD card to SD Slot of AIO-CM4-156, If you use eMMC, ignore the SD card
operation.

2. Press power button to power On.
3. In Android system, setting Audio device to HDMIO like follow,
Setting->System->Raspberry Pi settings->Audio device->HDMIO

Known Issues/Limitations

1. Storage only has 8GB in the Android system. The other space of eMMC or SD is not
useabled.

2. We can't control the backlight in the Android system, but we can control it by using
the hardware button.

3. Hardware power button doesn't support suspending the Android system and waking up
the Android system, but supports long-press to shutdown the system, and short-press
to power on the device.

4. Hardware Volume control button doesn’t work.
